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Biography
James Haggerty, an award winning painter and printmaker from NYC has exhibited his work throughout the United States and abroad.  Most recently he was awarded the Gold Metal of Honor for his etching with Audubon Artists Inc as well as awards with the Salmagundi Club, the American Artists Professional League and the Artlink Contemporary Art Gallery. Haggerty has a selected design in Cow Parade New York 2000. He has received recognition in widely spread newspapers and magazines including Life Magazine, The Guardian, the International Business Times and New York Newsday.

With a bachelor of Fine Arts degree from Hunter college and additional instruction from the Art Students League of NY and the School of Visual Arts, Haggerty’s diverse training lends to an unmistakable distinctive character in his work. To create his glowing lights or dark rich tones Haggerty uses his special technique by etching multiple layers of directional hatching. As many as twenty applications of marks are built up to create these tones. This gives his work a sense of drama, power and mystery.

His work hangs in private and public collections, most prominently the permanent collection at the Dr. M.T. Geoffrey Yeh Art Gallery of St. John’s University. He is a member of the esteemed Audubon Artists Inc. and the Los Angeles Printmakers. His work is represented by the Old Print Shop in New York City.
